Strategic Directions of Foreign Economic Policy of the People’s Republic
of China at the Stage of Trade War with the USA

The article describes promising strategies for overcoming the crisis in trade and
economic relations between China and the USA. The article substantiates the awareness
of the Chinese authorities that in order to achieve long-term goals in foreign economic
policy it is necessary to overcome short-term obstacles. One of such potential obstacles
is the formation of allied blocs (the EU — the US, the Quad group of India, Australia,
US, Japan) to counter China’s initiatives and economic upturn. Although there is no
publicly available final government strategic document on what strategies China will use
to achieve its goals, the authors make some preliminary judgments based on behavioral
analysis, statements by senior officials, and comments from PRC foreign economic policy
experts and advisors. In recent years, three strategic lines of effort have become evident:
creating conditions for a non-hostile external environment; reducing dependence on the
United States while increasing global dependence on China; expanding China’s influence
abroad.
