SOME PROSPECTS FOR TEACHING ENGLISH FOR ACADEMIC
PURPOSES (EAP)

The law of the pendulum, ELT seems to be following, got the teachers after
decades of structural approach to teaching to indulge mainly in listening and
speaking skills teaching and in using a wealth of authentic materials very often
ungraded as to the difficulty.

At the same time rigorous demands of the qualification exams and tests ofthe
internationally recognized type require a sound knowledge of grammar,
word-formation and vocabulary organization rules.

Alongside with that, English is increasingly becoming an international
medium of teaching, especially at the tertiary level, and the academic success at
this stage involves mastery of Academic English which, in its turn, presupposes
mastering an extensive well-organized lexicon (a University graduate native
speaker is supposed to know 16.000 word families).

The rules along which vocabulary is organized and internalized are not
sufficiently explicit, let alone trained, in the general integrated courses of English,
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neither are they adequately represented in the ESP courses. The premature use of
the ESP courses tends to aggravate the problem further.

One of the possible ways of coping with the EAP problem is introduction of
word-formation rules, root-recognition patterns, synonym — antonym charts and
semantic maps at faily early stages in the integrated courses either as a supplement
to the courses or as a separate module. Extensive and varied reading and
discussion of articles popularizing scientific achievements in various fields of
sciences and humanities allows to build up general academic vocabulary and
writing patterns necessary for academic success, including that at the
qualification exams.

Another important field is textual links and functional stylistic patterns
specific to text genres of sciences and humanities. Linking devices, providing
cohesion and coherence, structural patterns (such as recurrence of participal
phrases in legal English), verbs denoting mental activity and its representation
and similar linguistic phenomena should be given a prominent place in teaching
reading and writing.

Some seminar skills and academic writing skills can be relied on to be
transferred at this stage from the native language activities.
