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EXPLANATORY NOTE

Curriculumaimed at mastering by graduate studentsknowledge in the field of
modern problems of legal science and the features of research methodology in
jurisprudence.

Target— to develop in master’s students a systematic knowledge of the current
state and problems of legal science as an independent field of knowledge, primarily in
the Republic of Belarus, as well as the methodology for conducting legal research.

Achieving this goal requires solving the following tasks:

Withto develop knowledge in the field of various approaches to science and
criteria of scientificity;

to acquire theoretical knowledge about the place and role of jurisprudence in the
system and structure of modern social and humanitarian knowledge;

to deepen knowledge about the current state of legal science, the main problems
and prospects for its development;

Withto develop knowledge about methodological traditions and types of
scientific rationality, modern approaches to the methodology of conducting scientific
research in jurisprudence;

to promote the acquisition of skills in the application of the basic methods used
in modern legal research;

to develop the ability to creatively apply acquired knowledge in professional
activities.

As a result of studying the academic discipline "Modern Problems and
Methodology of Legal Science”, the master's student must possess the following
universal competence:

apply scientific methods of knowledge in research activities, generate and
implement innovative ideas.

— develop programs for researching state and legal phenomena, determine the
necessary methods and methodological principles that are most adequate for solving
specific problems;

— analyze and use the cognitive potential of specific methodological programs
within the framework of theoretical and applied legal research;

— based on the analysis of leading areas of humanitarian knowledge, assess the
current state and characterize the main trends in the development of the national state
and law, refracted in historical and civilizational contexts;

— to predict the development of state and legal phenomena;

have the skill:

— special scientific legal terminology and skills in interpreting regulatory legal
acts;

- practical skills in applying methods,used in modern legal research;

- analytical skillslaw-making and law enforcement practices as (in)consistent with
legal deontology;

- skills to detect and identify true and incorrect statements and provisions in
normative and doctrinal provisions;

- systemacquired knowledge in their professional activities and personal life.

— skills in using a set of acquired scientific knowledge for the analysis of law-
making and law enforcement activities, interpretation of law, the effectiveness of
legislation and for the practice of their improvement.

In the process of training students, the following teaching methods are used:
elements of problem-based learning (problem setting, variable presentation, partial-
search method) implemented in lectures; elements of educational and research
activities; communicative (discussion, educational debates, debate-dialogue and other
methods) and game (business, simulation games) technologies; the method of
analyzing specific situations, implemented both in lectures and in practical classes.

Multimedia presentations, electronic databases, and a distance learning system
are used as teaching aids.

Quality control of training is carried out through the completion of written
assignments (including tests) and the solution of specific practical situations.

The main methods of educating studentsare: methods of forming the
consciousness of the individual (method of persuasion, lecture, polemic, method of
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example); methods of organizing activities and forming the experience of social
behavior of the individual (method of creating educational situations, pedagogical
requirement, instructions, illustrations and demonstrations); methods of stimulating
and motivating the activity and behavior of the individual (competition, educational
game, discussion, etc.); methods of control, self-control and self-assessment in
education (pedagogical observation, testing, etc.).

As part of the educational process in this academic discipline, a master's student
must acquire not only theoretical and practical knowledge, skills, and abilities in the
specialty, but also develop their value-personal and spiritual potential, and develop the
qualities of a patriot and citizen, ready to actively participate in the economic,
industrial, socio-cultural, and public life of the country.

Organization of independent work of master's students

Independent work of master's students is an important stage in mastering the
knowledge of the academic discipline "Advocacy and Notary Services".
A full-time student is allocated 46 hours for independent work, while a part-time
student is allocated 92 hours.
The main areas of independent work for a master's student are:
— initially a detailed familiarization with the curriculum of the academic discipline;
— familiarization with the list of recommended literature on the academic discipline
as a whole and its sections, its availability in the library and other available
sources, study of the necessary literature on the topic, selection of additional
literature;
— study and expansion of the teacher’s lecture material through specialized
literature and consultations;
— preparation for seminars using specially developed plans with the study of basic
and additional literature;
— preparation for the implementation of diagnostic forms of control (defense of an
abstract, tests, etc.);
— preparing for the exam.
