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EXPLANATORY NOTE  

 

The curriculum of the academic discipline «Current problems of intellectual 

property law and other civil law institutions» is aimed at developing in students 

systemic knowledge and understanding of theoretical and practical problems of 

intellectual property law and other civil law institutions in modern conditions.  

The goal teaching and studying the academic discipline «Current problems of 

intellectual property law and other civil law institutions» is important for the training 

of undergraduates in the field of law. The complexity and versatility of modern 

economic turnover predetermined the multi-level legal regulation of property relations. 

Modern civil legislation is therefore a complex entity, consisting of general and special 

acts, different in legal force, territoriality and application. Accordingly, a practitioner 

of the highest category, who is a graduate of a master's degree, must have special 

theoretical knowledge and skills in the interpretation, analysis and application of civil 

legislation. Accordingly, the discipline «Current problems of intellectual property law 

and other civil law institutions» is designed to ensure the training of specialists in this 

area at the proper level.  

Achieving the set goal involves solving the following tasks: 

examine the structure and content of civil legislation; 

identify the relationship between different acts of civil legislation; 

learn basic concepts of civil law; 

study the mechanism of civil regulation as a single system, identify its elements 

and their characteristics; 

master the skills of applying the analogy of law and the analogy of law in the 

field of civil law relations; 

develop skills in interpreting civil law norms and resolving competition 

situations; 

develop skills in drawing up documents formalizing civil legal relations; 

familiarize yourself with the law enforcement practice of courts in the field of 

civil law relations;

copyright holders for the results of intellectual activity;  

become familiar with the legal regulation of social relations arising in connection 

with the creation and use of works of science, literature, art (copyright), inventions, 

utility models, industrial designs, breeding achievements and with the protection of 

undisclosed information, means of individualization participants in civil transactions 

goods, works, services (industrial law property); ways to protect the rights of authors 

of intellectual objects property and other copyright holders.

solve specific problems related to protecting the rights of participants in property 

legal relations; 

develop legal documents and carry out their legal examination; 

correctly apply legal norms when resolving specific issues related to the 

commercialization of intellectual property, use theoretical provisions in practical 

activities. 

have a skill: 

independent orientation in the current legislation in this area – analysis and 

commentary of laws, first of all Civil Code, Presidential decrees and decrees, 

departmental acts, as well as decisions of the plenum of the Supreme Court; 

analysis of existing law enforcement activities in the Republic of Belarus and 

abroad. 

As part of the educational process in this academic discipline, the student must 

acquire not only theoretical and practical knowledge, skills and abilities in his 

specialty, but also develop his value-personal and spiritual potential, develop the 

qualities of a patriot and citizen ready for active participation in the economic, 

industrial, socio-cultural and social life of the country. 

The academic discipline «Current problems of intellectual property law and 

other civil law institutions» refers to the module «Current problems of civil law» of the 

educational institution component. 

The content of the academic discipline «Current problems of intellectual 

property law and other civil law institutions» is in conjunction with such an academic 

discipline of the state component of master's training as «State regulation of economic 

activity», and is also based on knowledge gained during the study of academic 

disciplines «General theory of state and law», «Civil law» and «Economic law». 
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The study of this academic discipline is aimed at mastering the basics of civil 

law for the trainees in order to successfully carry out their professional activities. This 

involves mastering the essence, problems and prospects for the development of civil 

legislation; obtaining in-depth understanding of the problems of legal regulation of 

civil legal relations; obtaining practical and research skills in this area. The practical 

role of this academic discipline is related to the acquisition of skills by undergraduates 

correctly apply legal norms when resolving specific issues related to the 

commercialization of intellectual property, use theoretical provisions in practical 

activities. The general educational significance of the discipline «Current problems of 

intellectual property law and other civil law institutions» is determined by the content 

of the course, familiarizing undergraduates with the skills used in the field of legal 

regulation of civil legal relations, improving legal culture in society.

Organization of independent work of master's students  

To obtain competencies in an academic discipline, an important stage is the 

independent work of master's students. 

A full-time student is given 114 hours to work independently. 

The content of students’ independent work includes all topics of the academic 

discipline from the section «Content of educational material». 

The following forms of independent work are used when studying an academic 

discipline: 

- familiarization with the curriculum; 

- review the list of recommended literature for the discipline as a whole and 

its sections, and independently select additional literature;  

- study, systematize, expand and capture lecture material; 

- compiling a review of the scientific literature on a given topic; 

- perform information searches and compile a thematic selection of literary 

sources and internet sources;  

- analytical text processing (annotating, abstracting, reviewing, writing a 

resume);  

- generate a request for consultation with a teacher; 

- preparation for seminars on the given parameters; 

- preparation for performing diagnostic control forms (oral surveys, etc.);  

- exam preparation. 

 

Quality control of knowledge assimilation 

Diagnosis of the quality of knowledge acquisition is carried out as part of the 

current and intermediate certification. 

Events current certification are conducted throughout the semester and 

include the following forms of supervision:  

oral survey; 

discussion of reports, discussion issues; 

test; 

abstract; 

individual tasks; 

self-monitoring questions; 

other forms. 

The current certification in an academic discipline is carried out four times a 

semester in the form of a written survey. 

The results of the current certification for the semester, obtained during the 

current certification activities, are assessed with a score on a ten-point scale and are 

reflected in the current certification statement for the academic discipline, module. 

 

Requirements for a student when passing an intermediate certification. 

Students are allowed to undergo intermediate certification in an academic 

discipline, subject to successful completion of the current certification (performance
