Clusters have become a focal point of new policy initiatives in recent
years in Europe as well as around the world. Mobilizing the potential of
clusters is now seen as central to innovation, trade and industry policy at
local, regional and national levels.

At the same time, changes in the global economic environment have led
to a strong case for transnational cooperation between actors from differ-
ent clusters and areas. Enabling cooperation both within clusters and in-
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ternationally between clusters can help increasing the internationalization
of cluster firms, and their access to the technological excellence, which is
not available within the often narrow boundaries of a cluster.

This striving for cluster internationalization within an integration
framework has imposed extra pressure on the EU Member States who faced
the challenge of coordinating transnational cluster support efforts making
sure that these actions strengthen complementarities, yet avoid overlap-
ping of the implemented measures.

The current range of European efforts to stimulate and support trans-
national and international cluster collaboration can already pave the way
to many other countries, heading the cluster road. The EU is well known
for its formal cooperation initiatives that strengthen business, research
and technological collaboration of European clusters with other clusters
from various parts of the world. Only within the last few months the Euro-
pean Cluster Collaboration Platform (a major player representing the EU
on the international cluster arena) has signed a number of Memoranda of
Understanding with such countries as South Korea and Tunisia, leaving
China, Japan, Egypt, Lebanon and Morocco memoranda signings for the
upcoming months. These memoranda support the implementation of a new
EU preparatory action «Innovative Entrepreneurs for Change» mandated
by the European Parliament.

Among the less formal transnational cluster cooperation efforts imple-
mented by the EU such methods as joint workshops, specific matchmaking
events promoting closer cluster cooperation, regional conferences, are
widely implemented.

In order to better coordinate the efforts of all the members the Euro-
pean Cluster Alliance was established to maintain a permanent policy dia-
logue at EU level among national and regional public authorities responsi-
ble for developing cluster policies and managing cluster programs in their
countries. The policy dialogue aims at raising the efficiency of cluster poli-
cies in Europe which will result in higher level of international cluster co-
operation to the mutual benefit of European clusters and their interna-
tional partners.

The newly created Common Economic Space (CES) between Belarus,
Russia and Kazakhstan is about to face the same problem of leveraging the
impact of national and regional efforts in support of clusters and their
transnational cooperation. To this end, learning from the experience of the
European Union, adopting successful practices, avoiding mistakes, and be-
ing aware of the challenges and new policy trends in this area, will help the
countries adjust their emerging cluster policies to the needs and problems
of the integration stage, which might set a positive precedent for other
post-soviet countries, planning to join the CES.
