2. Membership in an integration group (Commonwealth of Independ-
ent States).

3. Economic progress of an open economy.

4. Development in accordance with the programs of international eco-
nomic organizations (World Trade Organization, World Bank, etc.)

At present time European Bank of Reconstruction and Development
estimates 12 out of 13 problems of transition economy as difficult for the
country. To join the global investment activity it is necessary to accelerate
market reforms in Belarus.

Moreover, several priority directions should be developed:

e encouragement of direct foreign investments (including moderniza-
tion of production);

e governmental assistance to relations among transnational corpora-
tions and national companies.

e encouragement of overseas investments.

The analysis made will contribute to the formulation of the most favor-
able strategy for Belarus to join the global investment activity.

As we all know, one of the most important parts of the security of the
state is energy independence. And for our republic it is vital to revise the
old energy system. Nowadays nuclear power is the most effective source.
That is why the decision of building the nuclear power plant is vital for our
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The final decision about building Belarusian nuclear power plant was
made on 15th of January at the Security Council session.

The government of Belarus is ready to invest 4 billion dollars in the
project; however, at the exhibition «Nuclear Power» in Minsk the special-
ists named the sum of 8—12 billion dollars, because only the plant would
cost 4—5 billion dollars let alone the satellite town with all the communica-
tion.

The Belarusian energy system is old-fashioned, so its updating might
be very pricey for the economy. The vice-president of «Atom-stroieksport»
explains the sum of 12 billion dollars as «nuclear inflation» connecting
this with the growing interest to the nuclear power in the world.

However, the building of the Nuclear power plant is planned to be fin-
ished in 2018 with the launch of the first reactor following by the opening
the second one in 2020.

Three companies Areva/Siemens (France-Germany), Toshiba/West-
inghouse (Japan — USA) u «Atom-stroieksport» (Russia) are taking part
in the tender. What will Belarus prefer: cheaper cost of Russian nuclear
fuel or French higher-powered nuclear plant?

On the whole, the nuclear power plant will cover 30 % of national en-
ergy needs. This will allow our economy to cut the expenses on the natural
gas. As the question of the nuclear power plant in Belarus remains to be the
sticking point in the energy security programme of the republic, its solu-
tion cannot be postponed.
