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EXPLANATORY NOTE
The training discipline «Trade policy of the European Union» is an independent discipline to learn of own choice for master students on specialty 1-25 81 01 «International economics and trade policy». In this discipline master students are studying the features and trends in international economic integration development in EU, structure and tendencies of trade and economic relations development between EU countries, between them and third countries, including the Republic of Belarus, the EU foreign trade policy characteristics, its policy towards international trade organizations, particularly, WTO, and towards integration groups of countries, characteristics of the Republic of Belarus foreign trade policy towards EU countries.

The objective of the discipline teaching: developing of theoretical and practical knowledge of magistrates about the features and modern trends in international trade and economic relations, international economic integration and foreign trade policy development of EU countries, including the relations and the policy towards the Republic of Belarus, as well as trade and economic relations of the Republic of Belarus with EU countries and its foreign trade policy towards this region.
The tasks of the discipline teaching:

- to provide knowledge, abilities and skills about the features and trends in international economic integration development in EU;

- to provide knowledge, abilities and skills about structure and tendencies of trade and economic relations development between EU countries , and between them and third countries including the Republic of Belarus;

- to provide knowledge, abilities and skills about foreign trade policy characteristics of EU, including the Republic of Belarus, their policy towards international trade organizations, particularly, WTO, and towards integration groups of countries, about characteristics of the Republic of Belarus foreign trade policy towards EU countries.

As a result of studying discipline master students must:

to know:

- the patterns and current trends in international economic integration development in EU and WTO regulations for integration groups;

- the tendencies and modern forms of trade and economic cooperation between EU member-countries, also including their cooperation during international economic integration, with third countries and their integration groups;

- the patterns, structure, forms and methods of trade, economic and integration relations regulation in EU, including the relations with the Republic of Belarus, EU foreign trade policy towards third countries, integration groups and international trade organizations;

- the modern forms of trade and economic cooperation of the Republic of Belarus with EU countries and the Republic of Belarus foreign trade policy characteristics towards this region.

to be able to:

- assess the protectionism level of foreign trade policy of EU, legally avoid international trade and economic barriers of EU, flexibly varying with different forms of international economic cooperation;

- take advantage of international economic integration for development of enterprise international economic activity in EU;

- make a well-founded organization and management decision towards enterprise international economic activity in the conditions of EU integration region;

- analyze and solve the problems of trade and economic relations of the Republic of Belarus and EU countries;

- justify the imposition and application of tariff and no tariff measures in international trade of the Republic of Belarus for specific industries and enterprises consistent with the WTO and EU region, flexibly varying in different ways to protect the economic interests of industries and enterprises of the Republic of Belarus;

- examine and evaluate socio-economic, institutional and legal conditions for the Republic of Belarus enterprises international economic activity inside of EU.

to have skills to:

- prepare, conclude and execute of trade contract taking into account international law, the rules of the WTO and EU regulations, national law;

- ground and planning of economic protects for production, investment and scientific-technology cooperation of the Republic of Belarus and EU countries;

- fiscal, investment and financial planning, management and organization enterprise international economic activity in the conditions of regional economic integration of EU countries;

- take advantage of and using mechanisms of regional economic integration in EU for minimization of negative effects of the Republic of Belarus entering into the WTO.

Links with other training disciplines: training discipline «Trade policy of the European Union » is based on the disciplines «International macroeconomics», «International microeconomics», «WTO Regulation and international trading system», «Regional Trade Agreements» and is the basis for the studying of special disciplines and training disciplines according to the choice of the master students.

In accordance with the training plan of higher educational establishment on specialty 1-25 81 01 «International economics and trade policy» training discipline is studying during 72 hours, including 36 auditory study hours (26 hours of lections, 10 hours of face-to-face workshops).

TRANING MATERIAL CONTENT

Topic 1. Characteristics and dynamics of international economic integration in European region

Classification of European region countries.

Geography, history and nature of regional integration in the Europe. Evolution of integration process. Geographical structure of sub regional integration country groups in Europe, their brief characteristics: European union (EU), Baltic free trade area (BAFTA), Central European Free Trade Agreement (CEFTA), European Economic Area (EEA), European Free Trade Association (EFTA), The Council of the Baltic Sea States (CBSS), Benelux, Barents Euro-Arctic Council (BEAC).

Socio-economic characteristics of European and EU countries. Macroeconomic conditions of international trade with EU countries.

European and EU countries in the international economy.

Topic 2. European Union
European union: brief characteristics of integration group, objectives, directions and characteristics of integration, structure of institutions, evolution of integration process, effects of integration.

EU institutions. The EU's decision-making process and the co-decision procedure. Main institutions: the European Parliament, the Council of the European Union, the European Commission, the Court of Justice of the EU, the European Court of Auditors, European Central Bank, European Ombudsman, European Data Protection Supervisor. Financial bodies: European Investment Bank, European Investment Fund. Advisory bodies: European Economic and Social Committee, Committee of the Regions. EU interinstitutional bodies and specialized agencies.

EU Internal market: history of creation, basic documents, objectives, mechanism of functioning, structure, problems of development.

EU Internal market strategy: priorities, directions of improving the functioning of EU single market, monitoring outcomes in the single market, the Internal Market Information System (IMI). The mutual recognition principle in the single market. Internal Market Problem Solving System (SOLVIT network). 

A single market for goods, services, capital, labor.

EU Single market for capital: basic documents, objectives, mechanism of functioning, structure, problems of development. Applying the principle of the free movement of capital. Creation of single market for financial services. Creation of common favorable business environment and common legislation for companies of EU countries. Financing by EU Commission to companies and organizations in the form of investment projects and programs from EU budget. Liberalization of capital movement between the EU members and third countries.

EU Single labor market: basic documents, objectives, mechanism of functioning, structure, problems of development. The free movement of persons (people) and workers inside of EU single labor market. Mobility inside of EU single labor market. Social protection inside of EU single labor market. An external border policy of EU single labor market.
Common EU policy. EU foreign and security policy. EU policy of home affairs and justice. EU common economic policy areas: budget; taxation; competition; regional; enterprise; environment; employment and social affairs; energy; development; neighborhood; research and innovation; agricultural; external trade and customs; currency, monetary policy and Euro-system, etc.

European economic and monetary union: history of creation, basic documents, objectives, mechanism of functioning, structure, problems of development.

Topic 3. Structure and trends in

international trade and economic relations of EU countries

Structure and dynamics of trade and economic relations between EU member-countries. Capital and enterprise internationalization inside of the EU.

Structure and dynamics of trade and economic relations of EU countries with third countries. 

Structure and dynamics of trade and economic relations of candidate countries and potential candidate countries of EU, other Europe countries.

Trade and economic relations of the Republic of Belarus with EU countries, candidate countries, potential candidate countries of the EU, other Europe countries.

Topic 4. Customs union of the EU

EU Customs union: history of creation, basic documents, objectives, mechanism of functioning, structure, problems of development.

Policy issues of Customs Union: EU Customs strategy, electronic customs, customs safety and security, trade facilitation. Cooperation between customs administrations of EU countries. Convention on the use of information technology for customs purposes (CIS). CIS system. Convention on mutual assistance and cooperation between customs administrations. EU Customs cooperation programs (Customs). 

Calculation of customs duties: customs valuation for EU-countries and third countries, classification of goods, relief of duties, suspensions, quotas, online customs tariff database, rules of origin (non-preferential and preferential origin, customs unions).

Customs procedures and formalities in EU: the Community Customs Code, Common customs tariff and integrated tariff, customs checks and exemptions at internal and external borders, specific customs schemes, customs declaration. Customs procedures for import, export and transit.

Customs controls, the role of customs in the integrated management of external borders of the EU: customs risk management, combating counterfeit and piracy, role of customs laboratories.
Topic 5. Common external trade policy of the EU 

towards third countries

EU external trade policy: idea and structure. Strategy for a global competitiveness of Europe.

EU common external trade policy regime: institutional framework, external trade policy formulation and implementation, trade policy objectives, trade regulations and business environment. 

EU trade policy measures directly affecting imports: customs procedures,  Common customs tariffs, customs valuation, rules of origin, technical regulations and etc. Common rules for imports, including rules or certain non-EU member countries. EU procedure for administering quantitative quotas. Commercial defense: anti-dumping and anti-subsidy measures, protection against trade barriers.

EU trade policy measures directly affecting exports: registration, documentation, export taxes, export restrictions, export licensing, export subsidies, finance, insurance and guarantees of export, export promotion and marketing assistance, etc. Common rules for exports. Export credit insurance. Dual-use items and technology, cultural goods export regulation. 

EU trade policy measures affecting production and trade: state trading, state-owned enterprises, competition policy, intellectual property rights, etc.

EU trade policy methures by sector: agriculture, energy, manufacturing, etc.

Foreign trade policy of candidate and potential candidate countries of the EU within the framework of the Central European free trade agreement (CEFTA, CEFTA).
Foreign trade policy of the European Free Trade Association (EFTA EFTA) and Turkey.

Topic 6. Single market for goods
EU Single market for goods: basic documents, objectives, mechanism of functioning, structure, problems of development. Common defense system of the single market for goods: brief characteristics, structure.

General principles of free movement of goods: the mutual recognition principle, accreditation and market surveillance, conformity - common framework for the marketing of products, etc. Harmonization of technical regulations, consumer health protection measures, product labeling and packaging regulations. 

Free movement of specific goods: chemical products, construction, motor vehicles, pharmaceutical and cosmetic products. 

Restrictions on the free movement of goods remained inside of EU.

External aspects of Single market for goods: specific arrangements with third countries, ongoing and past enlargements of Single market for goods.

Topic 7. EU Single market for services

EU Single market for services: basic documents, objectives, mechanism of functioning, structure, problems of development. 

General principles of free movement of services: the freedom to provide services, the freedom of establishment. Labor market integration measures in the service sector. The competitiveness of business-related services. System for the mutual recognition of professional qualifications.

Liberalization in certain types of services and specific economic sectors: financial services, including banking, insurance, transactions in securities; professional services; services of general economic interest, such as postal services, telecommunications, transport services (road, marine, air transport), supply of electricity and gas; information society activities (electronic commerce, electronic communications services).

Creation of single market for financial services. Common policy on financial services and financial markets. Financial Services Action Plan (FSAP). Program to support financial services, financial reporting and auditing. White Paper on Financial Services Policy. European Financial Integration Report. The integration of financial markets by sectors: the banking system, insurance and transactions in securities.

EU regulation of external trade in services with third countries: objectives, instruments, characteristics by sector (financial services, telecommunications, postal services, transport, tourism, professional services).

Topic 8. EU policy towards international trade organizations

EU and World Trade Organization (WTO). The role of EU in WTO. EU objectives in WTO. EU during Doha Round of WTO. EU and Global trust fund of Doha Development Agenda (DDA). EU in WTO dispute settlement. EU dispute settlement with member states and third countries. The Multilateral trade framework of the WTO: adoption of the WTO agreements in EU; aspects relating to trade in goods, services and intellectual property rights.

EU and World Customs Organization.

EU and International customs tariff bureau (BITD).

Taking part of EU in international conventions, regulating of international trade: International convention on the simplification and harmonization of customs procedures, International convention on the harmonization of frontier controls of goods), Convention on a common transit procedure, etc.
Topic 9. EU economic policy towards third countries 

and integration groups

EU enlargement policy: objectives and instruments. Conditions of EU accession. Preparing of countries to accession. Instrument for Pre-Accession (IPA). Assistant for countries became a member of EU. Effect of enlargement of the EU. Ongoing and past enlargement.

European neighborhood policy: objectives and instruments. Avoiding the emergence of new dividing lines. Strengthening the prosperity, stability and security. Political and economic cooperation with neighbor countries. Regional and multilateral co-operation initiatives: the Eastern Partnership, the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership (Barcelona Process), the Black Sea Synergy. Action Plans between the EU and European neighborhood policy partners.

EU external trade policy towards neighbor countries and their integration groups: Agreement on the European Economic Area (EEA), Switzerland, Western Balkans, Turkey, Andorra, San-Marino, Faeroe islands. 

External trade and economic policy of the EU towards the Republic of Belarus.

EU Agreements with third countries (US, Canada, China, Hong Kong, India, Republic of Korea, Japan) on customs cooperation and mutual assistance in customs matters: objectives and instruments.
Development policy of the EU: objectives and instruments. Generalized System of Preferences (GSP): objectives and structure. Assistant of developing African, Caribbean and Pacific states (ACP). Rules of external trade between EU and ACP by Cotonou Agreement (2000). Aid for Trade in developing countries (AfT). Assisting developing countries to take advantage of trade. Fair trade. Agricultural commodities, dependence and poverty. The International Coffee Agreement. Global partnership for sustainable development. Promoting corporate social responsibility.

External trade policy of the EU towards the developing countries and their integration groups: Chile, Mexico, Euro-Mediterranean Free Trade Area, ANCOM, ASEAN, MERCOSUR, Overseas countries and territories (OCT), Economic Partnership Agreements with CEMAC, ECOWAS, CARICOM, COMESA, SADC, Free Trade Agreement with GCC.

Liberalization of capital movement between the EU members and third countries: enlargement, neighbor countries, Agreement on the European Economic Area, Cotonou Agreement with Africa, the Caribbean, the Pacific.

An external border policy of EU single labor market: intergovernmental regime; the entry and stay of non-Europeans, including asylum and immigration; external border management and cooperation with third countries. Entry and residence of highly qualified workers (EU Blue Card). Admission and residence of researchers from third countries. Conditions of admission of third-country nationals for the purposes of studies, pupil exchange, unremunerated training or voluntary service. Sanctions against the employment of illegally staying non-EU nationals. Policy plan on legal migration. Limitations on the admission of third-country nationals for employment and self-employment. Free movement of persons in Agreement on the European Economic Area and Agreement with the Swiss Federation.

INFORMATION AND METODIC PART
Methodological recommendations on organization of independent work

of master students on training discipline

In receiving knowledge on training discipline an important stage is the independent work of master students. We recommend that the budget time for independent work on average from 1.5 to 2 hours for 2-houre auditorium lesson.

The main directions of the independent work of master students are:

- initial familiarization with the syllabus of training discipline;

- acquaintance with a list of recommended literature, its study and selection of additional literature;

-work with the political map of the world, maps of integration groups, figures, diagrams and tables;

- studying of materials of different databases of international economic organizations on regional trade agreements and official sites of integration associations;

- studying and expansion of the material of lectures given by lector, on the basis of information from the additional literature, consultations;

- preparation for seminary studies on specially designed plans to study primary and secondary literature;

- preparation of the main forms of control (survey, test);

- preparation for the set-off.
