Enforcing the Law

Governments have many ways of making citizens to obey the law. The people should know the laws and support the order. The police investigates crimes and catches criminals. Courts complete the investigation and pass sentences to punish the guilty. They also make efforts to re-educate and reform people who have broken the law.

The laws of all countries may be found in written records – the legal codes of countries with continental systems. Many people do not know where to find these records and do not find it easy to read them. But ignorance of the law is almost never a defense for breaking it. Governments usually expect citizens to know the laws. There are many laws, such as those prohibiting theft, assault and dangerous driving which reflect social and moral attitudes to everyday behavior. In such cases a person knows he is breaking the law.

Legal systems usually have codes of conduct for the police, limiting the time and the methods which they can use to question suspects and guaranteeing them access to independent lawyers. Americans feel that the best way to ensure independence of courts is to elect judges. Britons prefer judges to be appointed by the government on the recommendation of the Lord Chancellor.

The English Legal System

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland does not have a single body of law universally applicable within its boundaries. Although there has been a single Parliament since 1707, Scotland has its own distinctive legal system and Northern Ireland also has a separate judicial organization.

Perhaps the most fundamental peculiarity of English law is the lack of a written constitution in England. Since Parliament is the supreme lawmaking body in the United Kingdom, Acts of Parliament are absolutely binding on all courts, taking precedence over all other sources of law; they cannot be outside the competence of Parliament. Although the principles of natural justice have always occupied an important position in the British law, they have never been defined or codified in the form of guaranteed rights. Thus, rights, such as the right of personal freedom, the right of freedom of discussion, and the rights of association and public meeting, which are commonly considered more or less inviolate, are not protected against charge by Act of Parliament, and the courts could not uphold them if Parliament decreed otherwise. Acts of Parliament are, in fact, formal announcements of rules of conduct to be observed in the future, which remain in force until they are repealed. The acts passed by Parliament are classified as either private or public and general acts and are published individually by Her Majesty’s Stationary Office once they have received the Royal Assent. Acts passed during the year are then bound together in annual volumes.

WHO Declares War on “Lying” Tobacco Industry

The World Health Organization (WHO) has declared a war on the global tobacco industry for continuing to use misleading labels like mild, light and low tar to make millions, including a majority of children, take up the deadly habit of smoking.

On the eve of “World No Tobacco Day”, the WHO said that the focus would be on stressing the fact that all tobacco products are addictive, harmful and can cause death, regardless of the form, packaging, or name under which they are presented to the public. This year’s “World No Tobacco Day” theme is “Tobacco: deadly in any form”.

The Director of the WHO Tobacco Free Initiative said “We are faced with a unique public health challenge, as many tobacco products remain unregulated. Tobacco can kill in any case, regardless of whether you smoke it, chew it or inhale it through a water pipe, and that is why all products containing tobacco need to be regulated immediately, in all forms, worldwide.”

Another factor that needs to be taken into account is the use of water pipes, which are used to smoke flavored tobacco. These are becoming no less than a status symbol in the Middle East.

There are very few studies that have focused on the use of water pipes, which is considerably more dangerous than cigarettes. Water pipes smokers may inhale 10 times more smoke than cigarette smokers.

The WHO says that tobacco usage is responsible for five million deaths each year. It is the cause of 90 percent of lung cancer cases and is linked to many other types of cancer and respiratory diseases. 

If the current usage trends continue, it is estimated that by 2020 there will be 7 out of every 10 tobacco-related deaths in the developing world.

Criminal law. A crime is regarded as a wrong done to the state. Prosecutions are usually commenced by the state, although they may be brought by a private citizen. If the prosecution is successful the accused person (the defendant) is liable to punishment. Some crimes, for example, rape, have specific victims. Others, for example, treason or speeding, can be committed without causing loss to any particular person. If there is a victim the defendant will not usually have a say in whether or not a prosecution is brought, nor will he benefit from a conviction, since fines are payable to the State.
Prosecutions involving most serious offences, known as indictable offences, are brought in the name of the country. Prosecutions of less serious offences, known as summary offences, are usually commenced in the name of the actual prosecutor (normally a police officer).

There are two essential concepts in the operation of the Criminal Law:  actus reus and mens rea.  Actus reus means the “guilty action”, mens rea means the “guilty min”'. the thing is that the accused has committed a criminal in nature act. Secondly, it must be shown that he intended to commit an offence deliberately or without a deliberate intention ( out of his inattentiveness, recklessness or some other state of mind. It will constitute mens rea fact.

Thus, actus reus is the physical element of crime, mens rea is the mental element. A conviction cannot be secured unless it is proved the both factors which is the burden of proof for the judge and the jury.
