Yaskevich Ya.
Paradoxes of Sociodynamics of Economics

Paradoxes and limitations of using conventional economic theory of free markets
and open access order institutions are revealed to disclose the modernization dynamics
of developing economies. The author underlines that it is necessary to take into account
uniqueness of modernization scenarios for particular societies, own sociocultural legacy
and historical background, and the role of liberal reforms in this process. It is shown
that modern economics is undergoing radical transformations changing its classical image,
problem field, cognitive tools, the synergetic worldview is being formed.

Bondar A., Zhukava K.
Knowledge-Intensive Services: Content and Role in Modern Society

Theoretical principles of knowledge-intensive services and their specific features are
examined. The trends in the development of knowledge-intensive services in the Republic
of Belarus are analyzed; urgent problems in the area are identified. The primary tasks for
the modern service sector are designated; the main priorities in the field of knowledge-
intensive services are singled out.

Levkovich A.
Evaluation of Prospects for Monetary Integration of the Eurasian Economic
Union Countries

The article examines prerequisites for and reveals factors that determine integration
decisions within the EEU. Prerequisites for monetary integration are evaluated by the
criteria of economy openness, mobility of factors of production, economy diversification,
inflation rates, and exchange rate stability between member countries. The conclusion
is made that the model of monetary integration in the form of a monetary union can
be implemented in the medium or long term with the fulfilment of real convergence of
national economies of the integrating countries.

Innovative Development of Organization’s Human Resource Strategy

Organizations seeking to succeed in their operation and doing everything possible to
achieve it, enforce proactive human resource strategy (development of human resources
continuously improving their qualification). One option for arranging such activities
could be the establishment of the Centre for In-Depth Training with branches at university
graduate departments that could conclude contracts for additional (in-depth) training for
undergraduates and master students with interested economic entities.

Soshnikava L.
Main Directions of Statistical Analysis of Import Substitution Programs

Using a comprehensive approach, the article offers directions of expert examination
of projects in the framework of the state program of import substitution in the Republic
of Belarus. The author estimates amounts of the prevented environmental pollution
by harmful wastes due to import of goods and amount of additional pollution in the
production of import-substituting products, the volume of imports caused by intermediate
demand and the individual elements of final demand, exports in particular.

Methodological Aspect of Improving System of Government Support of
Agricultural Producers

The article proves the need to improve the system of state support of agricultural
producers. Methodological approaches are suggested that enable improvement of the
mechanism of the provision and distribution of subsidies from the state budget.

Haustovich N.
Improving Cost Allocation of Heat and Power Plant System

In Belarus centralized heat supply system is losing competitive advantage over
autonomous heat supply sources due to high rates. Price competitiveness of heat power
supplied by heat and power plants can be enhanced by improved techniques of power
plant cost allocation between electrical and heat power. One possible approach to solve
this task will be transfer of costs of a heat and power plant from heat prime cost to
electrical power prime cost. The approach suggested is based on the method of heat cost
allocation by a heat and power plant: heat power prime cost is set with the help of a
discount calculated taking into account maximum allowable prime cost of 1 kWh power.

Kulish 1.
Production of Organic Products as Factor of Innovative Development of
Rural Areas

Approaches to innovations in rural areas are considered. It is proved that the
production of organic products in conformity with the international criteria is one of
the types of innovative activities. Opportunity is considered to promote the production
and certification of organic products by small individual agricultural producers through
creation of network of agricultural cooperatives.

Rumyantseva O., Lesnevskaya N.
Self-organization of Monetary System Participants and Taking it into
Account in Implementation of Monetary Policy

The article proves that when developing and implementing a monetary policy it is
necessary not only to maintain monetary stability proper, i.e. stability of exchange rate,
meeting the inflation targets, etc., but also ensuring institutional and reflexive stability
of the monetary system. Strategic goal of domestic monetary policy is formulated; the
role of self-organization factors affecting the financial market, including independent
operation of associate structures is shown.
