This work contains the data about budgetary financing of this
field, taxation system, it is substantiated the necessity of state
regulation of this field, by economical means first of all.

Abstract

In this paper we tried to outline the fundamentals of profes-
sionally-oriented teaching of a foreign language in non-linguis-
tic higher educational establishments. We see the difficulty in
handling this issue in the fact that the success of mastering a
foreign language depends on the complex of psychological, lin-
guistic and methodological factors, each of them having its own
specific peculiarities. We maintain that the major factor is moti-
vation, its structural components being motives, needs and ob-
jectives.

We stick to the point that there are 2 levels of motivation:
strong and weak; and that these levels determine the classifica-
tion of students in several categories. Other components-needs
and objectives-encourage students’ interest towards learning a
foreign language. At this point we would like to lay emphasis on
the importance of the professional orientation of the students,
which is one of the factors contributing to the development of
motivation.

Therefore we may conclude that motivation is a psychologi-
cal principle of education, defining the choice of methods of in-
struction. That is why, this principle should be considered in se-
lecting the teaching material.
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
