Inonly adecade, Finland has changed from one of Europe’s economic back alleyways
to one of the more industrialized and developed nations in the world.

The fall of one of Finland's biggest markets (Soviet Union) in the early 90s was not
good news for the economy. Economy dipped into recession.

The government and private business began looking for newways to develop. The most
important element of the anti-crisis program was that Finland started quickly integrating
itself into the global economy. Quality and innovation became the driving force behind the
quick growth. By the end of the decade, the Finns were able tojoin the club of the world’s
richest nations. Today Finland has the most competitive economy in the world.

The last industry in Europe: Finnish economic growth was spurred largely by growth in
the industrial sector (Finland developed it's own unique niche in the European division of
labor). The growth of the Finnish economy experienced in the second half of the 90's is
attributed first and foremost to the electronics sector. Nokia is the largest telecommunications
company in Finland and among the largest in the world. Finnish company Sonera is one of
Europe’s leading cellular service providers.

A mobile country: Today 3 percent of GDP is invested into the development of new
technologies. In 1996, Finland was the first country in the European Union to complete the
liberalization of it's telecommunications sector. As a result, Finland became the most
“mobile” nation in the world.

Banking on the Future: Finland has some difficulties with its exports. But economists
forecast a better economy in the second half of 2002. Finland's initial good decision should
benefit the nation for generations to come. Even in these troubled times, the feeling remains
optimistic.
