Over the past three decades, global value chains (GVC) have become one of the main
drivers of world trade. Many countries across the world trade more in intermediate products
now, they increasingly use foreign value added (FVA) in order to raise the competitiveness
of their production and exports. At the same time, many policymakers continue to adhere to
the strategy of specialization in sectors (industries) with a higher share of domestic value
added (DVA).

Nevertheless, statistical data from OECD “Trade in Value Added” Database shows that
values of DVA share in exports may differ significantly across countries and sectors. There-
fore, it is necessary to find out, whether the share of DVA in exports is more a feature of eco-
nomic sectors or countries. The corresponding analysis was done using coefficients of variation
of DVA share in exports during 2000—2014 period.

These coefficients were obtained for each sector by country and for each country by sec-
tor, and then the averages were calculated by sectors and countries, respectively. Two sectors
were dropped from the analysis due to the lack of data: “C40T41: Electricity, gas and water
supply” and “C75: Public admin. and defence; compulsory social security”. The calculations
results are presented in the figure. The values of DVA share in exports show a long-term
downward trend.

As can be seen from the figure, DVA share in exports was stable across sectors more than
across countries. So, this indicator is appropriate for policy prioritizing. However, there is
a slight increase of both coefficients by 2014, which can indirectly indicate the deepening of
specialization of countries in GVCs.
