Anna Levkovich, Darya Nikifarenka
Estimation of National Economy’s External Deficit

The article examines the estimation of sustainability of external deficit of the
national economy of the Republic of Belarus, trends in structural changes of the
sources for formation of balance of payments current account surplus. Major trends
in the transformation of foreign financial sources of the deficit are identified;
criteria and main estimation methods are generalized. The current account deficit
of balance of payments of the Republic of Belarus over the period of 2010 —2019
is estimated. The conclusion is drawn on the progressive reduction of the current
account in the period of 2013—2019. It is found that major sources of the
current account deficit under contemporary conditions are foreign trade in goods
and primary income. The surplus is formed by trade in services and secondary
income. It is revealed that the main trend in the transformation of external
funding sources is dominance of foreign direct investment flows and growth in
portfolio investment. The method of dynamic stability and cointegration between
exports and imports is applied. It is shown that the current account deficit was
provided in 2015 and 2018. The conclusion is made about the need to optimize
a combination of the objectives to achieve external balance and the growth rate
of the national economy.
