improve teaching and learning for teachers. The Newsletter of
the European Case Clearing House, Summer 1999, pp. 18-19).

The most important benefit derived from using cases is that
they help teachers (and students) learn to ask the right ques-
tions (one of the critical skills). Students can develop a more
professional sense of management and analytical skills that is
very important especially in emerging market conditions in
Belarus. Most pedagogical benefit of a case study method is
that it generates a high degree of involvement in the learning
process. Talking in class, expressing and defending student’s
views provide rigorous educational experience.
