To do this, it is necessary to calculate the criterion indicator
of economic efficiency, which should reflect the presence in the export activity of the
enterprise of qualitative characteristics that show whether this type of activity is effective
or ineffective, and the measure (quantitative certainty) of effectiveness or ineffectiveness.
The specification of this measure allows, through a system of relevant indicators, to find
out to what extent the initial economic result and the degree of costs use have influenced
the criterion indicator (efficiency coefficient).

a disinterested intermediary, whose main task is to assist the parties to the dispute in
reaching mutual understanding and resolution of the dispute through negotiations. The
study substantiates that the legitimization of mediation in the labor law will reconcile
the interests of the parties to the collective labor dispute.
