At the same time, a high volume of direct investments in the country’s
economy is not a determining factor in increasing the level of innovative development,
since a significant role is played by the share of taxes in the profits of organizations.

Elements of Wage Labor in Medieval Estate Unions Using the Example of
Dispute Settlement

author focuses on the development of positive law, asks the question for what reasons
the forms of law regulating labor were established, and clarifies the nature and system
of these regulations. An attempt is made to show the legal elements of wage labor in
the professional estate guild unions of the Middle Ages based on the study of archival
materials. Using the concept of the regularity of the cyclical circulation of sources
(forms) of law, a typology is suggested for any complaints and disputes related to the
application of legislation or the terms of certain contracts, including labor disputes,
depending on formal equality in the procedure of conciliation and arbitration institutions
when considering a dispute. The author emphasizes the impartiality of the consideration,
when it is unacceptable for a party to actually act not only as a party, but also as a judge.

Administrative responsibility for customs offenses is
distinguished by the peculiarities of the subject composition, the types of administrative
penalties imposed, the procedure for detecting offenses and carrying out procedural
actions.

The Habsburg policy was characterized
by asymmetrical transplantation of institutions to the lands of the province (introducing
only political institutions), which resulted in transforming the region into an inner colony.
