Transformation of the Values of the Belarusian Society

The objective of this article is to study the dynamics of values of the Belarusian society.
The empirical database for the research was the results of the representative international
studies World Values Survey (WVS). This survey was conducted in Belarus during the
second, third, sixth and seventh waves. There were 30 participating countries in the 7th
wave; the total number of respondents was 56,368 people. In Belarus, a sociological study
was carried out according to this methodology by the Center for Political and Sociological
Research of the Belarusian State University in 2018 (the sample for Belarus was 1548 people).
The toolkit suggested to evaluating 6 life values according to the degree of importance for
respondents: work, family, friends and acquaintances leisure, politics, religion.

A comparative analysis over the years using the standard methods of the All-Russian
Program “Problems of the Socio-Cultural Evolution of Russian Regions” indicates that in
2020 Belarus experienced a significant increase in the importance of the common human
group of values due to the decrease in relevance of traditional and contemporary ones. As
in 2017, terminal values are more significant than instrumental ones. Among the values-
goals, the greatest support of the population in 2020 belongs to “Human Life”, “Order”
and “Freedom”; among the values-means — “Sacrifice” and “Power”.
