The Influence of Wet-Heat Processing on Air Permeability and the Related
Properties of Half-Woolen Worsted Fabrics

The authors of the article investigated the influence of wet-thermal finishing pro-
cesses, such as “washing” and “welding”, on the air permeability, water absorption and
shrinkage of half-woolen worsted suitings. It is established that the nature of the change
in shrinkage of fabrics of various fibrous composition and structure corresponds to the
nature of the change in their air permeability: an increase in the shrinkage of the fabric
leads to a decrease in its air permeability. At the same time, even a slight increase in the
shrinkage of the fabric significantly reduces its air permeability. Fabrics containing lycra
have a significantly greater reduction in air permeability than those without lycra. The
diagonal weave fabric has less air permeability at high wetting temperatures than twill
fabrics.

Applying
the methods of classification and comparison, a system approach, the article examines the
features of using the letter of credit facility in settlements for specific products, analyzes
various types of letters of credit in the context of the activities of enterprises licensed
for foreign trade of specific goods. Conclusions are drawn about the reliability of the
letter of credit as a payment guarantee; the risks are identified in the course of executing
the obligation; a number of suggestions are made that can be used by enterprises of the
military-industrial complex of Belarus and Russia and by banks in development and ap-
proval of provisions governing the execution of obligations.
