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social reality include metaphysical and dialectical methods, originated with the emergence
of philosophical knowledge and developed during the classical period of the philosophical
history.

The metaphysical method means absolutization of one or another element of the whole,
the moment of activity in any of its forms. The founder of the metaphysical method in philosophy
is Aristotle, who substantiated the significance of metaphysics as a doctrine of the primary
foundations of any being and the world. The essence of this method lies in the decomposition
of the object into its constituent parts and the study of each of them separately, without their
connection and interdependence, without their change and development. Therefore, analyzing
the phenomenon of education, one should reveal the essence of the education concept, which
is reflected in the definitions of various sciences. As a result, pedagogy defines education as a
process of pedagogically organized socialization carried out in the interests of the individual
and society. Sociology understands education as a social institution that performs the functions
of preparing and including the individual in various spheres of life and the culture of society.
History performs education as a result of the assimilation of systematic knowledge, skills and
abilities. Thus, the essence of the concept of education may change and depends on the angle
of social reality that is studied, but nevertheless, education itself is considered to be a static
system, which elements are in a stable and unchangeable state.

The antipode of the metaphysical method in the history of philosophical knowledge was
the dialectical method, which originated as a life-affirming principle and method of cognition
in ancient philosophy. Dialectics is a method of argumentation in philosophy, for example,
by Socrates, as well as a method of studying social reality based on the principles of development
and universal interconnection, guided by certain laws. The dialectical method implies the
existence of a system of certain rules and requirements formulated on the basis of the laws in
the studied areas of reality. According to Hegel, the dialectical method is a universal method
of contradictions cognition as internal driving forces in the development of being, spirit and
history. In Marxism-Leninism, the dialectical method is understood as the basis for the
cognition of reality and its revolutionary transformation.

In accordance with the requirements of the dialectical method, education is studied
in dynamics, and its constituent elements in a general connection with each other, in their
interdependence. The phenomenon of education is analyzed in its development (for example,
historical) on the basis of functioning the laws of transition quantitative changes into qualitative
ones, the unity and struggle of opposites, the law of negation of negation. The dialectical
method makes it possible to reveal the difference between the phenomenon and the essence,
the struggle between the old and the new in the education system, to trace the transition
from the simple to the complex, from the abstract to the concrete, from the immediate
to the mediated. The study of education with the help of the dialectical method allows us
to reveal the regularities of its development, the continuity of history, the relationship and
interdependence of its components (for example, the learning process and knowledge itself,
the subject and object of the educational process).
