The author comes to the conclusion that the contracting parties to agreements for the
organization of transportation of goods on non-public railway tracks are the following: in the
contract for operation of a non-public railway track, the carrier is a legal entity, the railway
owner is a legal entity or an individual entrepreneur; in the contract for the supply and cleaning
of railway carriages, the carrier is a legal entity, the counterparty or user is a legal entity or
an individual, and if the counterparty is the owner of a non-public railway track, then a legal
entity or an individual entrepreneur can act as such; in a non-defined contract concluded between
the owner of a non-public railway track and the counterparty when servicing the counterparty
with a locomotive of the owner of a non-public railway track or that of the counterparty, the
railway owner is a legal entity or an individual entrepreneur, the counterparty is a legal entity
or an individual, and if the counterparty is the owner of a non-public railway track, then it can
be a legal entity or an individual entrepreneur; in a non-defined agreement concluded between
a cargo owner who does not have non-public railway tracks, warehouses and railroad loading
facilities, the owner of a non-public railway track, the counterparty or the user and the carrier in
case of occasional use, the cargo owner is a legal entity or individual; the owner of a non-public
railway track, the counterparty or user are legal entities or individuals, and if the railway owner
participates in the agreement or the counterparty owns a non-public railway track, then a legal
entity or an individual entrepreneur can act as such, and the carrier shall be a legal entity.

The research tasks include identification of the role of the image of sports
in the context of the US national interests; identification of ways to shape the image of
sports in the context of the US national interests; assessment of the possibility of applying
experience in the formation and use of the image of sports in the context of the national
interests of the United States by other countries. The author applies general scientific
and specific research methods: analysis of scholarly literature, legislative and regulatory
documents, the method of scenarios, methods of event analysis and expert evaluation. The
results obtained make it possible to determine the model of the formation of the image of
sports in the context of the national interests of the United States with the characteristic
of the factors of the formation of the image of this sphere and the categories of impact.
